The compilation is quite comprehensive. The bonafidies of this report could be improved

by making the following changes. The Chapter 1 on approach on strategies appears to be

downloading of Government of India without acknowledging the originals. The Tamilnadu state

should have its own original conception. The government should form an expert committee for

suggesting approaches and strategies for SCSP and TSP for a five year period commencing

2020-21. The expert committee should consist of former secretaries to government and at least 5

civil society representatives of the SC/ ST communities. The expert committee should have at least

10 rounds of discussion with SC/ ST community representatives at various places in the state

before finalizing their reports.

The following contradictions in the intentions expressed and actual allocations

made are pointed out for future corrections.

In order to bridge the gap following extents in hectare will have to be earned by SCs.

Marginal:

At present it stands at 10.92% with 2,36,791 hec. If this has to come upto 20%
another 2 lakh hectares will have to added.
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Small:
To boost the percentage to 20 from 8.26% another 2 lakh hectares will have to be
added.

The government should have a target of at least 4 lakh hectares to be acquired

if the objective of gap filling has to be accomplished.

3) The gap in small scale industries has to be assessed and appropriate
schemes initiated.
4) % of commercial busses owned by SCs should be assessed. A five

year programme can bring in positive results to bridge the gap.

b) Special efforts in school enrolment:

This is an objective already achieved and need not be prioritised.

¢) Specific scholarship:
PMS already takes care. New thrust areas are
a) Stipend for Phds and
b) Overseas study.

d) Girl child enrolment:

The enrolment of girls is already higher than boys in schools. Therefore

the focus should be shifted to college enrelments.

Page 4 " Broad Objectives Para 2

The assumptions made in this para is objectionable and not empirical. It is
fallacious to allege low education and low skill on the part of SCs. The GER of SCs of
Tamilnadu in higher education stands at 44% nearly double of the overall GER at
the national level. More than 50 % of skilled manpower come from SCs. A proper
dialectic will lead to the attribution of SC’s suffering directly to sinister behaviour of
caste men on SCs. And not because of economic condition or qualitative attributes.

Most of the violence unleased on SCs are by economically poorer castes and not so

high skilled people at all.
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Therefore the assumption made in this para is a motivated criticism and this leads to

inappropriate strategies.

It is because of this misconception higher weightage is given to school education, drop

outs and removal of literacy. A GER based understanding will lead to strategic

formulation in higher education.

Discriminations and atrocities occur not because of intrinsic weaknesses on the part

of SCs. But because of insensitive deeds by external forces.

Intellectual upgradation and material upliftment is a universal prescription for all
and not specific to any particular community. If at all a differential treatment is

required, it is only by way of giving better education and more materials to the weaker

subjects than commonly provided.

Sub para 3 of chapter 1: Revised Guidelines

--------------

The whole para is an ipso facto repetition of Government of India Guidelines. This
report nowhere acknowledged this.

While Government of India guidelines are broad in nature, state wise plural issues
have to be taken into account. To state a few: not all states have SCs in equal
proportion. About 80% of SC population of India come from 12 states only. There are

states that have higher SC population in numbers but less in percentage than other

states.

States like Tamilnadu have a high GER for SCs than most other states. Landholding
patterns also differ from state to state. Tamilnadu SC communities have far better
cultural, intellectual and physical attributes than other caste men. Degrees of

violence varies from state to state.

Therefore Tamilnadu must have its exclusive approach paper taking into account
endowed virtues and comparative strengths of SCs rather than plodding on the
routine path of providing palliatives for the none —too — worthy men.

Incidentally several of the recommendations made by Government of India are

not being carried out. They are primarily relating to:



1) The functioning of the nodal agency.

2) Creation of non-lapsable SCSP fund.
3) Transparency in preparation of plan.
4) Evaluation and accounting.

Sup para 4 of Chapter 1: ” Tamilnadu’s Initiatives.”

Transposing vision 2023 statement on SCSP is an aberration and has no
utility factor for SCs,

Chapter 11
This is very informative. In future GER data and post matric scholarship data
and higher education data from AISHE should also be incorporated. List of atrocity

prone villages and PA act cases data should also be covered.

Chapter 111

The formatting of Tables 10- 14 need to be changed. Terms lite “Flow to
SCSP” and “Expenditure” should not be used. These figures denote arbitrariness and

in deviance of Budget parlance.

“BE (Budget Estimate)” and “Accounts” (Expenditure) for corresponding years only
will have to be adopted.

Chapter IV SCA

Government of India last year floated a dialogue for recasting SCA. It was
suggested that since SCA is not a huge amount , the grant to be released should be
tied to one or two economic oriented new schemes only. No purpose is being served

by thin spreading SCA on countless sundry schemes.
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Chapter VI- Twenty Point Programme
It is not sure why and how is this part of SCSP. Apparently there is no

allocation under 20 point programme any longer.

Chapter VIII Social Service Programme

This chapter is also redundant and has no specific SCSP allocation. More over
all the allocations under SCSP are now being provided for “Welfare Schemes™ only

otherwise called “Social Service Schemes.”

VII) Health & Family Welfare: Rs. 48.5446 Crs. ( 12 Schemes)

1,2,3,5,6) A total assessment of needs for PHCs in Tribal areas should be
worked out.. New centres, after taking into account existing ones, should be
planned. Jamunamaraththur, Puthoornaadu, Yelagiri, Siththeri, Paalamalai,
Kalrayan hills, Yerkaadu, Bothamalai, Kolli hills, Pachchamalai, Kodaikanal,
Ooty hills, Asanoor - Kadambur hills in Erode, Vaalparai, Podhigai, Paechipparai
are the main tribal areas. Many of them do have dispensaries / PHCs now. A
latest assessment should be made.

Separate allocation should be made for ST staff to be appointed in
these PHCs. Not less than 70 % of the staff in PHCs from doctor to sanitary

workers should be from local tribes only to ensure 24 hours availability.

This can be taken
as a model of how to prepare focused programs for TSP and SCSP. These
schemes are quite appreciable. More feedback should be obtained for further
strengthening of these schemes.

VIII) Housing and Urban Development: Rs.126.5656 Crs. (6 Schemes)

1-6) These Six Schemes come under asset creation. However all six schemes are
scattered and do not lead to holistic creation or wholesome delivery. Best
outcomes can be derived by converging all funds under these and more related
schemes into the creation of one wholesome habitat. The habitat should be a
central scheme of providing 100 wholesome houses in a socially integrated
fashion wherein 70% will be SCs or STs and 30% the rest. For exclusive tribal
areas where only tribes live 100% can be for STs only.

The house should have a fair plinth arca of not less than 400-
600 sq.ft. area either in a vertical development or in singular houses where the

plot size should not be less than 5 cents.

Road/ Street schemes, Electricity schemes, Sanitation schemes, Roof / Repair
schemes, Community hall schemes, Park schemes, Water schemes, Ration shop
schemes can all be converged into this one scheme. Asset creation and monitoring

will become more exact and factual.
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IX) Water Supply and Sanitation: Rs.27.4516 Crs. ( 3 schemes )

1,2,3: Fair advancement could be visibly noticed. From community
oriented common facilities ( like Public taps and Public toilets ). Future
orientation should be towards house connections. 50% of the sectoral allocation

can be set apart for individual house connection.

X) Industry & Minerals: Rs. 0.84 Crs. ( one scheme).

Industry should be identified as one of the primary thrust area since

nothing in this regard has been planned so far. Industry is a key area of

modern development.

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Tribal Health

Birth waiting room in 17 tribal PHCs

On analysis of the maternal deaths, it was observed that the tribal mothers
find it difficult to reach the delivery point on time. Though 108 vehicles with four-wheel drive
facility are provided due to the long distance to be travelled it was observed that if the tribal
mothers were admitted in advance, i.e two weeks before the Expected Date of Delivery in birth
waiting room established at the foot hills of the 17 PHCs in tribal areas it would ensure that

safe delivery happens under institutional care. If referral to a CEmONC centre is required, it

can be done well in advance.

Tribal Mobile outreach services

Already there are 396 Mobile Medical Units are being operated throughout
Tamil Nadu. To augment the Mobile Outreach Services in tribal areas additional 20 Mobile
Medical Units are being operationalized through NGOs in tribal blocks. This mobile outreach
team with one Medical Officer / Staff Nurse / Lab Technician / Driver conducts minor ailment
clinic, Antenatal screening, Non Communicable Disease screening and lab tests. Free drugs are
also distributed. These tribal mobile teams also help in screening Hemoglobinopathies among
10th& 12th Standard Tribal school children and school dropouts.

Referral Services in Tribal Districts

The State has a well-established emergency referral transport system
established through TN-EMRI. In order to reach those tribal areas which are inaccessible, four
wheel drive vehicles suitably equipped as ambulances have been provided in 76 identified
points in tribal / hilly areas considering the issue of reaching the tribal hamlets due to the size
of the regular ambulances and hilly terrains. This ensures that timely referral of tribal people

to higher referral centre’s. Regular replacement of these vehicles ensures that these vehicles

are road worthy.
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Tribal counsellor’s
Tribal Counsellor’s act as ambassadors between the health systems and
tribal community. Tribal communities in general and primitive tribal groups in particular are
compounded by lack of education / awareness, illiteracy, ignorance of causes of diseases,
hostile environment, poor sanitation, lack of safe drinking water and blind beliefs, etc. Hence,
Tribal counsellor’s have been placed in the 10 Government Hospitals in the
tribal districts. These persons function as health activists in the institution who create awareness

on health and its determinants. They motivate the community towards healthy living practices.

Prevention & Control of Hemoglobinopathies

Tamil Nadu is the first State among the South Indian States to implement
this program for early detection of Hemoglobinopathies like sickle cell anaemia, Thalassemia
among the tribal population. The timely identification and genetic counselling will prevent the
transmission of the carrier from parent to offspring. This breaks the propagation of the disease.
NHM TN along with line departments has implemented screening of Hemoglobinopathies
(Sickle Cell Anaemia & Thalassemia) in adolescent children studying in 10th, 12th standard
and unmarried school dropouts above the age of 14 in 30 selected tribal blocks in 13 Districts
since November 2017. The programme implemented at a cost of Rs 216.00 lakhs in
Dharmapuri, Salem, Krishnagiri, Namakkal, Nilgiris, Coimbatore, Tiruvannamalai,
Villupuram, Vellore, Thiruchirapalli, Dindigul, Erode and Kanyakumari Districts in phased
manner. The programme involves primary screening with NESTROFT & SOLUBILITY
TESTs are done with the support of (TMORS) Tribal Mobile Outreach Services and final
confirmatory diagnosis at 5 Government Medical College Hospitals with HPLC which is a

highly specific and sensitive equipment. The children are provided with genetic counseling at

District Early Intervention centers.
This year the programme , will also be expanded to screen
antenatal mothers. With the successful implementation of the programme the incidence of

Hemoglobinopathies trait will be reduced and the future generations will become free from

Hemoglobinopathies.
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Establishment of Integrated Centre for Treatment of Haemophilia &
Hemoglobinopathies (ICHH) in 5 Government Medical College Hospitals of Tamil Nadu

Estimated Prevalence of inherited bleeding disorders like Haemophilia
A & B, etc., in India is 0.9 /1, 00,000 populations. (Source: India Journal of Medical Research)
. Since case detection of such inherited blood disorders is required and requirement of a
comprehensive day care centre to treat children already on treatment is essential, GOI has
issued certain guidelines on the issue. Based on the guidelines and reviews by expert teams, it

is decided establish 5 Integrated Centre for Treatment of Haemophilia & Hemoglobinopathies

at regional zones to benefit such children requiring frequent blood transfusions due to
Thalassemia or Haemophilia and also to establish treatment centres to provide Chelation
therapy for other variant hemoglobinopathies. Hemoglobinopathies & Haemophilia are
transfusion dependent /clotting factor dependent diseases, resulting in stress and psychological
problems not only to the child but to the whole family. Management of thalassemia, Sickle Cell
Disease patients and Haemophiliac patients through a Day Care Facility is convenient,
economical and provides a supportive environment friendly area for children with a chronic

illness. It helps in better compliance and efficient monitoring of patients.

OBJECTIVES
1. Integrated Centre for Treatment of Haemophilia & Hemoglobinopathies will provide
transfusion facility / ward with 10- beds, where transfusion services on daily basis will take
place in shifts to accommodate more patients including night shift for working or school going
patients.

Integrated Centre for Treatment of Haemophilia & Hemoglobinopathies in the
General Medicine Department / Paediatric Department will have exclusive management
protocols for transfusion therapy, transfusion reactions and chelation therapy/li>
2. Trained Paediatrician/Haematologist with nursing staff for treating complications,
conducting regular transfusions, monitoring of growth and development and maintenance of

records, during the period of blood transfusions with low staff turnover to provide continuity

of care will be made available.
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3. Exclusive Laboratory Diagnostic kits for conduction of regular tests (serum ferritin,
viral markers) for evaluation and monitoring purposes &Provision of Drugs like oral iron
Celator drugs

4. ICHH will have recreational facilities to keep children engaged during transfusion/
other treatment.

Ms. Esther had been working in this field of SC/ST services for a very long time. She has
been working along with many organisations as partners where various advocacy efforts
and SC sub plan was initiated in Northern districts of Tamil Nadu and Pondicherry. With
all the efforts the SC sub plan is going on well in Pondicherry. She also expressed about
the bond she shares with Social Watch-Tamil Nadu through the years. The biggest
challenge in working for the SC/ST is monitoring whether the money allotted and the
schemes are benefiting the people.

Reservation in private sector for the SC was the demand given way before but nobody
listened to the petitions given. With the experience of working with people all over
Chennai around 70-80% in Perumbakkam, Chemmanchery, Koodambakkam, Navalur are
SC people. The individuals rescued as survivors, Government Corporation cleaning
workers are mostly from SC. In our society all tough jobs and challenges are faced by the
SC. Their lives are still in dark and there is no empowerment. We need to know our
rights to fight for it. The efforts of organisations regarding the Scheduled Caste Sub Plan
should reach the people and benefit them for their happy living.

The Confederation of Indian Affirmative Industries is participating in the SC/ST sub plan
for the third time. The CIA was started in 2016 in Tamil Nadu and then in Telangana and

Karnataka, their major activities include workers federation for people belonging to
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SC/ST. In the last two years the CIA has taken efforts in providing around 10 Crores for
the SC/ST people through the government schemes from Government Banks.

Needs Scheme provides financial support of Rupees one crore to the first generation
entrepreneurs for individuals from all communities. Due to the efforts of CIA and Dr. R.
Christodas Gandhi IAS (Rtd) the individual loan has been increased to 5 crores from this
year for the individuals belonging to SC/ST community.

In Karnataka Rs 10 crores is provided as individual Loan under Ambedkar Corporation
for a particular ST community. Similarly in Tamil Nadu under TAHDCORs.7.5 lakhs is
the highest loan given as individual loan for the SC community people.

The CIA has placed 3 Requests to the Government, According to the public procurement
policy whatever products the government buy should be bought 20% from small scale
industries that is MSME’s and 80% from large scale industries. In India 45% are small
scale industries and they are contributing effectively to the Indian economy.

In 2012 the Government has stated that 4% of products should be bought from SC
individuals run industries from the 20 % of MSME. But till now the SC community has
not even attained 0.2% in that 4% allotted.

In order to create awareness regarding the schemes and policies available for the SC
among people, the Central Government has started a SC hub. The hub also links the
SC/ST people with government services to sell their products.

The Tamil Nadu governments has announced MSME scheme in its policy note that 25%
should be received from small scale industries but did not mention the SC sub target 4%.
Before it is released as GO the organisations need to pressurize and receive 4% for the
SC/ST.

A State level SC hub should be started to benefit the SC people.

A detailed explanation about the Credit Guarantee trust funds, Stand up India Scheme,
Debt Swap Scheme, Samruddhi Scheme and National SC financial development
Corporation was given.

Discussion on how TADHCO loan is not being provided to all those who apply was put
forth by the members of the meeting. Dr. R. Christodas Gandhi IAS (Rtd) clarified the
doubts pertaining to TADHCO loan and other schemes.

The idea of forming more organisations like CIA was put forth. The representatives from
various SC/ST organisations were encouraged to take a list of people who had got loan
from individuals for higher interest and link them with Social Watch-Tamil Nadu and
CIA.

Discussion- SC women are not able to repay the debts and this concern can be addressed
by the Tamil Nadu rural transformation project which will be established in 126 blocks
and 25 districts.

Mr. Bharathan- AKAM Organisation- Post Matric Scholarship

>

The Post Matric Scholarship was initiated by Dr. Ambedkar in the year 1943 and in 1953
it came into existence as an Act. In Tamil Nadu the Post Matric Scholarship was brought
in by Dr. R. Christodas Gandhi IAS (Rtd) in the year 2012,

Then in 2011 — 2012 - 2,76,000 completed their higher studies, today in 2018 - 8,37,000
students are pursuing their higher studies and 1,50,000 students are pursuing BE and
Polytechnic.

The main objective of AKAM is to bring out 50,000 engineers per year. In a year
1,80,0000 SC students appear for the 12" board exams and around 67,000 clear the
exams with Maths, Biology group.

The Budget for Post Matric Scholarship through the years is as follows, 2012- Rs.300
crores, 2017-2018-Rs.1570crores, 2018-19-Rs.1576 crores.

Mr. Bharathan explained the special features of the Post Matric Scholarship briefly to the
gathering. Every student should be aware of the Post Matric Scholarship and demand for
their rights. Whatever is the fee amount it should be granted by the Government for the
studies of the students. The Fee Fixation Committee should decide the fee structure. The
scholarship for various studies like BSc, BA/MA, and MBBS differs accordingly.

The colleges only should apply for scholarships. State level monitoring committee should
be formed to monitor the implementation of the scheme

Until last year for a student studying in other state, scholarship should be applied in their
own state but from this year onwards the scholarship can be applied in the same state
where they are doing their higher studies.

A Memorandum to be presented to all the parties contesting for elections with regards to
SC /ST provisions

4% sub target in MSME, Post Matric scholarship money allotted for a particular year
should be given in that yea.r itself.

The SC organisations can get the materials about various provisions and schemes on
education and financial support for the SC/ST. It is important to talk about reservations

rather than just discrimination and untouchability.

Fr. John Kumar explained about the different perspectives and views of Dr. R.
Christodas Gandhi IAS (Rtd). The SC individuals should find their strength and grow in
it. Education and Reservation is the need of the hour and we should focus on receiving it
from the government. Reservation allotment for education, economy and electoral
postings were drafted during the time of Dr. Ambedkar itself. The Special Component
plan drafted in 1980 was left unseen until Dr. R. Christodas Gandhi rediscovered it and
briefed of it.

There is money allotted to SC as a part of various schemes, but we have not asked for our
money. As the money is not been utilized properly it is diverted for other things.
Meetings conducted by the SC organisations should talk more about the allocations
provided for SC.

The copies of plans of SC was listed in detail by Social Watch-Tamil Nadu and given to
the individuals present in the meeting. The budget allotments are still on paper but it is
still not utilised. Social Watch-Tamil Nadu has given trainings regarding budget
allotments and utilisations in Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh and Delhi.

We need representatives in the parliament and Judiciary to speak up for the rights of SC.

The representatives of organisations gave Rs.100 to Social Watch-Tamil Nadu for
receiving all the materials regarding budget allocations, Schemes of SC.

Dr. R. Christodas Gandhi suggested every organisation to pick up a scheme and observe
how it is implemented in their area.

For the manual scavengers, their nature of work reduces their life time so the retiring age
of them should be reduced to 40 years. Till 40 years let them work for salary, after which

Policies Suggested;

1. Reservation in contracts and procurement.

Governments award large number of contracts amounting to thousands of crores
of rupees. This reservation if provided to SC/STs, economic development is bound to be
achieved by SC/STs. Governments should come forward to arrange for interest free
capital advances to SC / ST contractors.

2. Reservation in contract / Outsourced job.

Governments employ large number of persons on contract basis; later on they are
absorbed. Therefore it is necessary to recommend for reservation in contract / outsourced
jobs.

New schemes

1. Interest free loans up to Rs.10 cr to SC/ST entrepreneurs. It is necessary to encourage
them by giving interest free loan from financial institutions. The interest amounts will be
paid by government to financial institutions. The financial institutions should not insist
on collateral security.
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2. Starting exclusive Co-operative Bank and Societies.

Cooperative sector distributes crores of Rupees as soft loan to its members. There
are not many SC/ST persons who are members of cooperative society. Therefore
government should provide share capital for becoming members of existing societies or
starting exclusive societies or Co-operative Banks. This will enable them to avail of loan
for their economic activities.

The parliamentary election is approaching. Let us draw a memorandum for all parties.
This memorandum should contain SCs / STs Expectation as determined by us for inclusion in
their manifesto. This 3™ workshop at Hyderabad on 27", 28" Oct 2018, can deliberate and
finalize the draft for the memorandum.

Leading suggestions are;

1. The Constitution defines Scheduled Tribes as STs regardless of the faith they adhere to.
Irrespective of the religion they belong to, they are considered as Scheduled Tribes.
Scheduled Tribes are not castes; they are tribes. Similarly, the so called Scheduled Castes
as mentioned in the constitution are not part of the caste framework or varnashrama as it
exists in India. However Dr. Ambedkar has been bulldozed by tenacious hindutuva
advocates to define Scheduled Caste as “someone owing allegiance to so called
Hinduism”. This has created a kind of false image, that SCs are part of the caste or varna
system, whereas even the varna system has no place for the avarnas.
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The term “avarna” is understood sadly in a pejorative sense, even by the SCs'
themselves. Similarly, the English parallel of this term viz. “out caste™, is also meanly
interpreted as someone “ostracized’ from homestead. The fact of life and the fact in
history is that such of those races, clans and classes of people who have been brought into
the Scheduled Caste list are those sons and daughters of the Indian soil, (the natives of
this country) who refused to be drawn into the caste framework.

That, only a factor of untouchability or a factor of backwardness determines the
sole ratio for inclusion in the scheduled caste list is the malicious propaganda spread by
vested circles in order to dent the psyche of the present SCs/ STs all over the country.

The fraud played upon the minds of the scheduled caste is the campaign launched
from all fronts to make them believe that they are part of the Hindu caste system and that
they are placed the lowliest in the caste hierarchy. The SC should feel very indomitable
that all these centuries they have withstood incessant assaults on them to get drawn into
the caste framework and abide by rituals dictated by braminical cult.

Therefore, this forum of enlightened and liberated souls of the SCs appeal to all
political parties of this country, to include in their manifesto for the forthcoming
parliamentary election , an agenda for amending the constitution to the effect that instead
of the term SC, the term Scheduled Class shall be substituted as in the case of backward
class. The amendment should further elucidate that scheduled class are not caste groups.

We appeal to all the political parties to announce new schemes instead of verbal thematic
gestures. These schemes should be other than ongoing schemes.

We also appeal to all parties those new schemes to be announced for SCs' should not be a
fraction of schemes meant for the general public.

We appeal to all the parties that the ambit of Post-Matric Scholarship is not reduced - but
enlarged. The sharing pattern between the Government of India and the states should be
made 60:40.

We appeal to all parties that Government of India allocated not less than Rs.20,000 crores
annually for PMS and this amount is mandatorily provided under the SCSP. Schemes
under the SCSP should find place only after the full allocation for PMS has been
accommodated in the SCSP.
