INTRODUCTION 

1.1 Government of Tamil Nadu is committed to provide world class health care 

to the citizens of the State by making available quality health care facilities in 

Urban and Rural areas of the State. 

1.2 Tamil Nadu has been pioneer in various health care initiatives which have 

been adopted by various States. The consistent effort taken by the State 
Government in various health care initiatives has resulted in high performance 

in vital indicators. The current Infant Mortality Rate of the State is 19 (Sample 
Registration System, 2016), which is well below the 12th plan national target of 

30 per 1000 live births. The State ranks as the second lowest among the major 
States in the country for this indicator. Against the National target of 100 per 

lakh live births for the Maternal Mortality Ratio, the State had already achieved 
a Maternal Mortality Ratio of 79 as per Sample Registration System 2011-

2013. Now, this has gone down further to 62 per lakh live births. The State has 
also achieved replacement level and the current Total Fertility Rate is 1.6 

which is one of the lowest in the country. The performance of Tamil Nadu on 
the health front has been appreciated by the Common Review Mission of the 

Government of India and other various Independent Review Missions.

3.3 The Director of Medical and Rural Health Services is the State 

Appropriate Authority for the implementation of Pre-Conception and Pre-Natal 

Diagnostic Techniques (Prohibition of Sex-selection) Act, 1994. Under the 
Director of Medical and Rural Health Services, the Joint Director of Health 

Services has now been notified as the District Appropriate Authority for the 
respective District and the Chief Civil Surgeon / Senior Civil Surgeon of the 

Taluk Hospitals as the Sub-District Appropriate Authority of the taluk 
concerned under this Act. 
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3.4 To facilitate better health care delivery in the hospitals, the Government 

during the year 2016-17 created 1 post of Chief Accounts Officer, 81 posts of 
Assistant Surgeon, 5 posts of Medical Stores Officer, 39 posts of Chief 

Pharmacist, 13 posts of Nursing Superintendent Grade-I, 296 posts of Nursing 

Superintendent Grade-II, 89 posts of Staff Nurses, 39 posts of Physiotherapist 
Grade –II, 27 posts of Radiographer, 21 posts of Lab-Technician Grade –II,  

32 posts of Office Superintendent, 24 posts of Assistant, 25 posts of Junior 
Assistant, 39 posts of Office Assistant, 38 posts of Cook, 208 posts of Multi 

purpose Hospital Workers.  

3.5 In order to provide better and multi speciality services, the Government 

upgraded 12 Non-Taluk Hospitals and 27 Primary Health Centre/ Upgraded 

Primary Health Centres into Taluk Hospitals. For the above newly upgraded 
Taluk Hospitals the Government released funds to the tune of Rs.2359.00 lakh 

for construction of buildings, Rs.282.87 lakh for equipment, Rs.128.98 lakh for 
furniture, Rs.83.79 lakh for linen and Rs.3262.50 lakh for manpower.

sanctioned a sum of Rs.1261.61 lakh for procurement of new equipments and 
a sum of Rs.11,753 lakh for procurement of Medicine.  

 
Revised National TB Control Programme (RNTCP) 

 Revised National TB Control Programme (RNTCP) Infrastructure: 

In Tamil Nadu at State level State TB Cell (STC) and State TB Training & 
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Demonstration centre (STDC) is functioning with State TB Officer & 

Director for State TB Training & Demonstration Centre. At District level, 
District TB Officers (DTO) are posted in each district. In the districts 461 

TB units are functioning after decentralization at Block level. One TB Unit 

(TU) is formed for every 1.5 - 2.5 lakh population. Each TB Unit is 
manned by one of the Block Medical Officers in the Unit, who is 

designated as Medical Officer TB Control (MOTC) and assisted by one 
Senior Treatment Supervisor (STS) at block level. One Senior TB 

Laboratory Supervisor (STLS) is deployed for each five lakh population 
and one TB Health Visitor (TBHV) for 1 lakh Urban Population. 

 Designated Microscopy Centres (DMCs) and Speciality Labs: In 

Tamil Nadu, there are 829 Designated Microscopy Centres. One 
Designated Microscopy Centre (DMC) has been formed for every  

1 lakh population. Each Microscopy Centre has one Laboratory Technician 
(LT) from General Health System and has been provided with Binocular 

Microscope. Presently 69 numbers of DMCs have been provided with 
fluorescent microscopes which has 10 to 20% higher double sensitivity in 

detecting MTB than ordinary microscope. Solid, liquid culture & Drug 
Sensitivity Test (DST) is done at the Intermediate Reference Laboratory, 

Chetpet, Chennai. Lab for Drug Resistant TB is functioning and assisted 
by National Reference Laboratory (NRL) at National Institute for 

Research in Tuberculosis (NIRT), Chennai. Solid culture is done at CMC 
Vellore under Private Public Mix (PPM) scheme.

district during the year 1997. Now, this programme has been expanded to 25 
districts as follows:

3.10 TAMIL NADU STATE ILLNESS ASSISTANCE SOCIETY: Tamil Nadu 

State Illness Assistance Society, Chennai was established in the year 1998 with 
an outlay of Rs.15 crore and it is a shared scheme at the ratio of 2:1 by the 

State Government and Government of India respectively. The objective of the 
scheme is to render financial assistance from Rs.5,000/- to Rs.25,000/-

according to the nature of surgery to the Below Poverty Line people in Tamil 
Nadu, with an annual Income of Rs.72,000/- and below, for 12 types of life 

saving surgeries / treatment at the accredited Private Hospitals. There are two 

patterns of the schemes, under this society. 
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1. Revolving fund fixed to the 14 Government Medical College Hospitals for 

performance of specified surgeries by paying cost of consumables. 

2. Revolving fund fixed to the 32 District Collectors for disbursement of 
financial assistance of Rs.25,000/- to the individuals / at accredited 

private hospitals, after the performance of specified surgeries/ treatment 
and after the issuance of order in each case by the District Collectors. 

3. After the introduction of Hon’ble Chief Minister Comprehensive Health 

Insurance Scheme, only already operated cases are being offered 
financial assistance under Illness Society for 12 types of life saving 

surgeries.  

 
A sum of Rs.2.00 crore has been allotted under this scheme during this 

financial year.

PUBLIC HEALTH AND PREVENTIVE MEDICINE 

4.1. The Department of Public Health and Preventive Medicine was established 

in the year 1923 in Tamil Nadu. Since inception, this Department has been 
engaged in protecting and promoting the health of the people in the State 

through immunization, health education, application of hygiene and sanitary 
measures, monitoring quality of drinking water and environmental hazards, 

thereby reducing the burden of morbidity, mortality and disability in the State. 
The main objectives of the department include prevention and control of 

communicable diseases and provision of community based Maternity and 
Child Health Services in rural and urban areas through universal primary 

health care.

4.2 The Government of Tamil Nadu is committed and dedicated to reduce the 
Infant Mortality Rate of the State to below 13 (Number of infant deaths per 

year for every 1000 live births) during the 12th Five Year Plan period (2012-
2017).

Civil Registration System 

4.4 Tamil Nadu has a long tradition of registration of births and deaths. Prior 
to the introduction of Registration of Birth and Death Act, 1969 by the 

Government of India, registration of births and deaths in Tamil Nadu was 

carried out under the provisions of Madras Panchayats Act, 1899 in Rural 
Areas, the Madras District Municipalities Act, 1920 in  

the Municipalities and selected Town Panchayats and the  
Madras City Municipal Act, 1919 in Chennai Corporation.

Upgradation of Primary Health Centres  

4.6 The Government decided in 2001 to provide at least one 30 bedded 
upgraded Primary Health Centre in each block where there is no such health 

facilities in a phased manner. Each upgraded Primary Health Centre has 5 
Doctors, an operation theatre, modern equipments like Ultra Sonogram, ECG, 

Semi Auto Analyzer, X-ray and an ambulance. At present 386 upgraded Primary 
Health Centres are functioning in 355 blocks. The remaining 30 blocks will be 

provided with one 30 bedded facility in the coming years.

4.7 All Primary Health Centres in the State are functioning on 24X7 basis. For 

the Year 2016-17, at an average rate of 147 per day per Primary Health 

Centre and at an average rate of 80 in-patients per month per primary 

health centre were treated in the Primary Health Centres. 
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Deliveries conducted at Primary Health Centres 

4.8 For the Year 2016-17, 1,45,530 deliveries have been conducted in the 

Primary Health Centres. Upgradation of all Primary Health Centres as 24x7 

Primary Health Centres, introduction of birth companion scheme, provision of 

ultra sonogram machines, upgradation of 30 bedded Primary Health Centres 

with operation theatre, enhancement of financial assistance under 

Dr.Muthulakshmi Reddy Maternity Benefit Scheme from Rs.6,000 to Rs.12,000 

(now enhanced from Rs.12,000 to Rs.18,000 with effect from February, 

2017), provision of diet for antenatal mothers, maternity picnics to Primary 

Health Centres, provision of drop back facilities for delivered mothers and 

establishment of birth waiting homes are important contributory factors for the 

conduct of deliveries in Primary Health Centre deliveries. 

Caesarean Section Delivery in PHCs 

4.9 Presently, Caesarean services are provided in 123 Primary Health 

Centres. During the Year 2016-17, 11,091 Caesarean Sections were 

performed in these Primary Health Centres. Sixth Common Review Mission of 

National Rural Health Mission has recorded its appreciation for the efforts taken 

by Tamil Nadu State to provide Caesarean Section deliveries. 

Family Welfare Sterilization Performance by Primary Health Centres 

4.10 Family Welfare sterilization services are provided in 382 Primary Health 

Centres of the State. During the year 2017 upto March,  

55,515 sterilizations have been performed in these Primary Health Centres, 

accounting for 20 percent of sterilizations performed in the entire State.

Establishment of Urban Primary Health Centres 

4.11  The Government of India has launched National Urban Health Mission 

(NUHM) in May, 2013 as a Sub-Mission under the NHM to effectively address 
health concerns of the Urban poor especially in slums and vulnerable areas. An 

Urban PHC is established for every 50,000 population in towns having more 
than 50,000 population and in any town which has below 50,000 population 

under NRHM. Under NUHM 280 Urban PHCs are established which includes 37 

New Urban PHCs and 243 existing Urban PHCs/Urban Health posts which are 
already available with Directorate of Public Health and Urban Local Bodies were 

strengthened. Under NRHM 56 Urban PHCs are functioning in towns, which 
have below 50,000 population under the control of Director of Public Health 

and Preventive Medicine. At present 336 Urban PHCs are functioning under the 
control of the DPH&PM to improve the availability of Primary Health centre 

services to the Urban poor which is furnished below:

4.12 This programme was launched by the Hon’ble Chief Minister on 
27.03.2012. Under this scheme, 18 packs of sanitary napkins (six pads per 

pack) in a year at the rate of three packs for two months are provided to 
each adolescent girl (10–19 years), both school going and non school going, 

in rural areas. Sanitary Napkins are also given to post natal mothers who 
deliver in Government institutions at the rate of seven packs each (six pads 

per pack). Besides adolescent girls and mothers who deliver in Government 
institutions, sanitary napkins are being given to each woman prison inmate 

and to female in-patients in the Institute of Mental Health, Chennai at the

FAMILY WELFARE PROGRAMME 
 

5.1 The National Family Welfare Programme is implemented in Tamil Nadu 
from 1956 onwards. Initially, the Department of Family Welfare was 

functioning only as a wing of the Medical and Public health Directorates. A 
separate Directorate of Family Welfare was formed during 1983. Subsequently, 

the Family welfare Programme was implemented as a People’s programme by 
involving all the other departments. The main objective of the Family Welfare 

Programme is to stabilize the population growth as well as to improve the 

maternal and child health status there by reducing the vital indicators such as 
the CBR, IMR and MMR. Today Tamil Nadu is considered as a model State of all 

other States in the country in the implementation of the Family Welfare 
programme. As the State has made commendable progress in reducing the 

birth rate, the focus has shifted from the ‘Target Based Approach’ to 
‘Community Need Based Approach’ where the importance is given to meet the 

unmet need for family planning services and improving maternal and child 
health. The major factor behind the success of the programme in the State has 

been the strong social and political commitment coupled with a systematic 
administrative backup. Government of India has given award to Tamil Nadu for 

exemplary contribution in Post partum sterilization in the country during the 
year 2016.

6.12. Nilavembu Kudineer “During the post torrential rains that lashed the 

State during the north east monsoon from November to December 2015, the 
Indian System of Medicine has played very important role in controlling the 

spreading of communicable diseases and immunization of general 

public. In worst affected places, the Nilavembu Kudineer was distributed 
street by street duly emphasizing the preventive benefits of the 
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medicine against fevers of all kinds. From January, 2016 to  
March, 2017, a total of 2,40,18,203 public took the Nilavembu Kudineer and 
immunised against fever.  

6.13 Vardah cyclone relief camps: In the wake of Vardah cyclone, relief 

camps for distributing Nilavembu Kudineer have been conducted from 

18.12.2016 to 22.12.2016 in cyclone hit Districts viz. Chennai, Kancheepuram 

and Thiruvallur. A total number of 3,87,965 public have been benefitted.  

6.14 Amma Magapperu Sanjeevi Kit: In order to reduce the Maternal 

Mortality Rate, Neonatal Mortality Rate and to improve the health of women 

during pregnancy and special care to the new born, Government have 

sanctioned a sum of Rs. 5.5 crore for supply of 60,000 “Amma Magapperu 

Sanjeevi Kit” to pregnant women through 1,022 siddha wings. A total number 

of 46,658 pregnant women have benefitted. 

6.15 National Ayurveda Day: National Ayurveda Day was celebrated on 

28.10.2016 at all the Ayurveda wings functioning under Indian Medicine and 

Homoeopathy Department and public lectures were given on the theme 

“Ayurveda for Prevention and Control of Diabetes”.  

6.16 2nd International Day of Yoga and Naturopathy: The 2nd 

International Day of Yoga and Naturopathy was celebrated on 21st June, 2016 

at all the Yoga and Naturopathy wings functioning under Indian Medicine and 

Homoeopathy Department on a grand scale and mass Yoga demonstrations 

were organized with greater and more active participation of youth. 

6.17 Special clinic: Special clinics are available at Arignar Anna Government 

Hospital of Indian Medicine, Chennai and at Government Siddha Medical 

College and Hospital, Palayamkottai, Tirunelveli District for the treatment of 

Kanai (Primary Complex), Saruma Noi (Skin Diseases), Neerizhuvu (Diabetes), 

Eraippu Noi (Asthma), Kuruthiazhutha Noi (Hypertension), Sahanavatham 

(Vertebral Diseases), Magapperinmai (Infertility) and Manjal Kamalai 

(Jaundice). 

6.18 Production of quality drugs: Every effort is taken to secure genuine 

herbs and produce drugs as per the classical texts or standard Pharmacopoeia. 

The medicines are manufactured in the two Government Pharmacies, one 

situated in the campus of Arignar Anna Government Hospital of Indian 

Medicine and another in the campus of Government Siddha Medical College, 

Palayamkottai. In the Pharmacy attached to Arignar Anna Government Hospital 

of Indian Medicine, Chennai, Siddha, Ayurveda and Unani medicines are 

prepared while in the Government Pharmacy at Palayamkottai, Siddha 

Medicines alone are prepared.

FOOD SAFETY AND DRUGS ADMINISTRATION DEPARTMENT 

Food Safety Administration 

7.1 Creation of New Department  

7.1.1 Consequent to the coming into force of the Food Safety and Standards 
Act, 2006 from 5.8.2011 by repealing the Prevention of Food Adulteration Act, 

1954, in Tamil Nadu Food Safety and Drugs Administration Department was 
formed on 22.12.2011.  

7.1.2 Infrastructure: The department is headed by the Commissioner of 

Food Safety at State level who is assisted by the Director and Additional 
Commissioner of Food Safety and other supportive Staff and 32 Designated 

Officers (at the rate of one per district) and 584 Food Safety Officers (in 385 
Blocks and 199 Urban areas) at Districts to implement the new Act. Six Food 

Laboratories established at Chennai, Thanjavur, Madurai, Salem, Coimbatore 

and Palayamkottai have been notified under the Food Safety and Standards 
Act for testing food samples.

7.2 DRUGS CONTROL ADMINSTRATION 

7.2.1 INTRODUCTION: The Drugs Control Administration has the prime 

objective of ensuring the availability of quality drugs and cosmetics without 
any short supply to the consumers by enforcing the provisions of the Drugs 

and Cosmetics Act, 1940 and Rules 1945, Drugs Prices Control Order 2013 and 
Drugs and Magic Remedies (Objectionable advertisements) Act, 1954. The 

Director of Drugs Control is the controlling and licensing authority for grant 
and renewal of licences for manufacture for sale of Allopathic, Homeopathic 

Medicines and Cosmetics and also Licensing Authority for Blood Banks and the 
Drugs Controller General of India, New Delhi is the Central Licensing Approving 

Authority for the same. There are 14 Zonal offices, one Mobile squad and a 
Drugs Testing laboratory functioning under the control of the Director of Drugs 

Control. The Zonal Assistant Directors of Drugs Control are the Licensing 
authority for sales concerns. 

7.3 ACTIVITIES OF THE DRUGS CONTROL ADMINISTRATION: 

At present the Drugs Inspectors of this Directorate are conducting  

50 routine inspections per month in their jurisdiction under the supervision of 
the Assistant Director of Drugs Control. They are also drawing 3 samples from 

Government medical institutions and 4 from traders, totaling 7 samples per 
month for the analysis of Drug formulations. The Senior Drugs Inspectors of 

the zone are drawing about 5 samples per month from Government Medical 
Institutions and also from manufacturers in their respective jurisdiction.

TAMIL NADU HEALTH SYSTEMS PROJECT 

Chief Minister’s Comprehensive Health Insurance Scheme 

10.1 In order to provide quality health care services to the families particularly 

below the poverty line, by extending health insurance coverage to them at the 
rate of Rupees one lakh per year, the Government launched the flagship 

scheme of Chief Minister’s Comprehensive Health Insurance Scheme at the 
annual total cost of around Rs.750 crore every year since 2012 and now the 

scheme is implemented at the annual cost of Rs.928 crore for 2016-17. So far,  
1.58 crore smart cards have been distributed to the families under poverty 

line. Under the scheme, 592 Private hospitals and 159 Government Hospitals 
have been empanelled. From the inception of the scheme in 2012, till 

10.01.2017, 17.30 lakh persons have been benefitted under the scheme with 
the approved treatment value of Rs.3,398.66 crore. Out of them 6.93 lakh 

persons were treated in Government Hospitals with the approved treatment 
value of Rs.1,161.61 crore. 

  The Chief Minister’s Comprehensive Health Insurance Scheme is 

continued from 11.01.2017. For specialized procedures, insurance coverage 
has been raised from Rs.1.50 lakh to Rs.2.00 lakh. This scheme covers 1027 

procedures, which include 154 specialized procedures, 38 important 
diagnostics procedures, 154 follow-up procedures and 8 High End Procedures. 

Premium of Rs.808 crore (75% of total annual premium inclusive of service 
tax) at the rate of Rs.699 per annum per family has been paid for the first 

policy year. Out of remaining 25% of premium, 20% will be paid after 

successful completion of six months of the scheme and the balance 5% will be 
paid before end of the first year. From 2nd, 3rd and 4th years, 95% of the 

annual premium will be paid at the commencement of that year itself and 
balance 5% will be paid at the end of the year on satisfactory implementation 

of the scheme. Therefore, Government have sanctioned Rs.1,346.46 crore in 
the Budget Estimate for 2017 -2018. 

After renewal of the scheme on 11.01.2017, 57,393 persons have 

benefitted upto 31.03.2017 under the scheme with an insurance coverage for 
an amount of Rs.101.56 crore. Out of this, 24,896 beneficiaries have been 

treated in Government Hospitals for Insurance coverage for Rs.36.14 crore. 

Totally under Chief Minister’s Comprehensive Health Insurance Scheme 

17.87 lakh persons have been benefited for insurance coverage of Rs.3500 

crore. 
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Corpus Fund under Chief Minister’s Comprehensive Health Insurance 

Scheme 

10.2 The Government have sanctioned Rs.10 crore for creating corpus fund 

under the Chief Minister’s Comprehensive Health Insurance Scheme, since 

2012 to enable the needy and poor people to undergo expensive surgical 
treatments like liver transplantation, renal transplantation, bone marrow 

transplantation, etc., as per the orders of the Hon’ble Chief Minister. As per 
G.O.(Ms) No.320, Health and Family Welfare Department dated 19.11.2012, 

12.5% of claim amount in Government hospitals under CMCHIS was credited 

to corpus fund to mobilize funds. Now, in G.O.(Ms) No.22 Health and Family 
Welfare Department, dated 21.01.2016 the claim amount credited to corpus 

fund has been raised from 12.5% to 27% and being credited to corpus fund. 
Additional funds of Rs.25 crore have also been sanctioned to corpus fund in the 

above Government order. Under this fund, the excess amount over the annual 
ceiling limit of Rs.2.0 lakh for specialized surgeries will be met.  

High End Procedures viz. 1. Heart transplantation 2. Lung transplantation 

3. Heart and Lung transplantation 4. Auditory Brain Stem Implantation have 
been newly added. Under the new policy from 11.01.2017 to 31.03.2017, 395 

persons have benefited. The total approved amount is Rs.332.95 crore.  

Emergency Ambulance Services ‘108’ and Free Hearse Service 

10.3 In order to provide immediate medical aid to the public during 

emergency and at the accident spots and for taking them to nearby Hospitals 
at appropriate time to save their life, the Government is implementing ‘108’ 

Emergency Ambulance Services, an another flagship program of the 

Government. The number of vehicles which were 427 in the year 2011-2012 
has been increased to 840 as on March, 2017. Around 50.73 lakh cases have 

been transported to the Hospitals during emergencies since 2008 to March, 
2017. The Expenditure on ‘108’ ambulance services which was Rs.47.07 crore 

during 2011-2012 was increased to Rs.120 crore during 2016-2017. The 
Government is also implementing free hearse services scheme for transporting 

the bodies of the deceased patients to their residence at free of cost in 
Government Medical Institutions. 162 vehicles are being operated under the 

Free Hearse Service programme and 4,21,983 dead bodies were transported at 
free of cost since 2008 to March, 2017. During 2016-2017, Rs. 10 crore was 

spent for this programme.  

Tamil Nadu Urban Healthcare Project 

The Tamil Nadu Urban Healthcare Project is being implemented by Government 

of Tamil Nadu with funding support from Japan International Cooperation 

Agency (JICA) a unit of Government of Japan. The project period is from July, 
2016 to March, 2023 for a period of 7 years. The total project cost is Rs.1,634 

crore out of which Rs.1,388 crore will be borne by JICA as soft loan and 
Rs.245.6 crore will be borne by Government of Tamil Nadu. The project will 
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improve the selected Medical College Hospitals, District Head Quarters 

Hospitals and Sub-district Hospitals with additional buildings and equipment 
apart from training of Healthcare providers on handling model medical 

equipment, hospital management etc. The project has planned to strengthen 

the Public Health Training centres in Chennai and Madurai and to provide 
training of healthcare providers in the Primary Health Centres on prevention, 

screening and treatment of Non Communicable Diseases. The project 
agreement was signed on 31.03.2016. The Administrative sanction for the 

project was provided by the Government on 08.09.2016.  
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Chapter – 11 

TAMIL NADU MEDICAL SERVICES CORPORATION LIMITED 

11.1 Organization: Tamil Nadu Medical Services Corporation (TNMSC) 

Limited was incorporated as a company under Companies Act, 1956, on 
01.07.1994. Since then, it has grown in functional importance and stature and 

its activities have expanded from procurement and supply of drugs, high end 
medical equipment for providing diagnostic facilities to various medical 

institutions in the State and management of CT and MRI scan centres. It is 
now an ISO 9001:2008 Certified Organization. 

11.2 Purchase of Drugs and Medicines: In the year 2016-17, drugs and 

medicines are procured to an extent of Rs.591.33 crore. The value of 
procurement of drugs and medicines made in the last 7 years are given 

hereunder:

The availability of drugs for distribution to various Government Medical 

Institutions through the warehouses in the State is ensured by closely 
monitoring the stock position and the procurement process through 

computerized inventory management system. By effective communication 
system, availability of sufficient stocks at the warehouses are ensured and the 

stock position is made accessible to the Medical Institutions. 

11.3 Storage and Distribution: The Government Medical Institutions are 
provided with pass books based on the allotment made by the respective Head 

of Departments to enable the institutions to draw their requirement of drugs 
and medicines from the warehouse to which they are attached. The 

Corporation maintains about four months’ physical stock in the warehouses 

and two months’ stock in pipeline for ensuring uninterrupted supply of 
medicines to hospitals. 

11.4 Quality Control: The Corporation has established a Quality Control 
Section to ensure quality of drugs procured. Samples are drawn from each 
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batch of supply and tested in empanelled analytical laboratories to ensure the 

quality of drugs. Only the drugs which pass quality tests are issued to 
hospitals. The quality control measures are being upgraded to further improve 

the quality and to meet the new challenges in the field.  

11.5 Advanced Diagnostic Facilities: The Corporation is maintaining 70 CT 
Scanners (three 128 slices, two 64 slices, three 16 slices, thirty five 4 slices 

and twenty seven numbers of single slice CT scanners), at 58 centres in 
Government Hospitals. The Corporation is collecting nominal user charges at 

the rate of Rs.500/- per scan for both in-patients and out-patients with an 

extra charge of Rs.300/- for contrast cases. Two numbers of 64 slices CT 
scanners and three numbers of 128 slice CT scanners are being maintained 

and operated under user charges collection basis at Rs.3,000/- per scan.  

The Corporation is also maintaining 18 MRI Scanners at 17 centres and 

providing scanning facility to the public at a nominal charge of Rs.2,500/- with 

an extra charge of Rs.1,500/- for contrast cases. Further one number of 0.35 
Tesla MRI Scanner under Public Private Partnership (PPP) mode is in operation 

at Government Hospital, Udhagamandalam. In addition, 4 numbers of 1.5 
Tesla MRI under PPP mode are established in the Government Medical College 

Hospitals at Kanyakumari, Thoothukudi, Theni and Sivagangai. One more 1.5 
Tesla MRI under PPP mode is being established at Tiruvarur.  

The Corporation is also maintaining three Lithotripsy machines, one each at 

Government General Hospital, Chennai, Government Rajaji Hospital, Madurai 
and Government Medical College Hospital, Coimbatore. A nominal fee of 

Rs.5,000/-, Rs.4,500/- and Rs.4,000/- is fixed for first, second and third sitting 
respectively for this treatment. In addition, one Lithotripsy Machine at 

Government Medical College Hospital, Tirunelveli, is installed and under trial 
run. 

11.6 Providing logistic support to payment wards: TNMSC Limited is 

providing logistic support to the pay wards out of revenue collected at the 
following hospitals and act as custodian of funds for these centres. 

 
i. The ISO 9001 certified GI Bleed and Hepato Biliary Centre in the Surgical 

and Gastroenterology Department in Government Stanley Hospital, 
Chennai, is now upgraded as Liver Transplant Centre. 

ii. Pay ward (Maternity) in IOG, Egmore, Chennai, was established in 

February, 2003. 

iii. Pay ward (Maternity) at Kasturba Gandhi Hospital for Women and 
Children, Chennai, was established in May, 2004. 

iv. Pay wards at Government General Hospital, Chennai, was established in 

January, 2008. 
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v. Whole Body Master Health Checkup on payment at Government General 

Hospital, Chennai. 

11.7 Consultancy Services: TNMSC Limited is a well-known brand name in 
Drug Logistics and Warehousing for the whole country. Many States in the 

country are emulating the principles followed by this Corporation. TNMSC 
Limited has rendered consultancy services on the drug logistic system to 

Government of Andhra Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh and Rajasthan. TNMSC is 
procuring and supplying drugs to the Lakshadweep Administration 

(Department of Health Services). Delegates from various States are visiting 
TNMSC regularly after taking note of the best practices followed by the 

Corporation, appreciating the transparent, efficient, economical and rational 
drug logistic system followed by the Corporation and they were in the process 

of replicating the same in their respective States. 
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Chapter - 12 

TAMIL NADU STATE AIDS CONTROL SOCIETY (TANSACS) 

12.1 Tamil Nadu has been successful in bringing the HIV/AIDS prevalence rate 

to 0.27%, with an effective leadership, efficient administration  
with the help of civil society, NGOs and commitment of all the stake holders. 

The annual budget to Tamil Nadu for the year 2016-17 is Rs.6,488.65 lakh for 
the following programmes. 

Targeted Intervention (TI) 

12.2 With the aim to create awareness among High risk and Vulnerable 

population and to prevent HIV/AIDS, Targeted Intervention (TI) projects are 
implemented through NGOs/Community Based Organizations (CBOs) for 

intervention among Female Sex Workers (FSW), Men having Sex with Men 
(MSM), Injecting Drug Users (IDU), Transgender (TG), Migrant and Truckers 

etc. As per the approved Annual Action Plan 2016-17, 74 Targeted 
Interventions and 15 Link Workers Scheme (LWS) are ongoing. The approved 

budget for this programme is Rs.1,786.27 lakh, out of which an amount of 
Rs.1,743.23 lakh has been spent up to March, 2017. As per Annual Action Plan 

2016-17, 27 industries signed MoU with TANSACS on Employee Led Model 
(ELM).  

Blood Safety 

12.3 Blood transfusion service is an integral part of health care system. It is 

committed to provide adequate, safe and quality blood and blood components 
to meet the needs of the general public in the State. It aims to achieve 100% 

collection of blood from voluntary non-remunerated donors and also enhance 
the rational usage of blood and blood components. TANSACS supports 89 

blood banks which are functioning in Government Hospitals in the districts. The 
following major activities are supported by TANSACS at the field level:

12.4 TANSACS supports 157 Designated STI/RTI Clinics (DSRCs) in 

Government Medical College Hospitals, Government Headquarters Hospitals 
and Government Hospitals. These clinics are branded as “SUGA VAZHVU 

MAIYAM” (SURAKSHA – Well-being clinics). One trained STI Counselor is 

working at each of the Designated STI/RTI Clinic for counseling on STI/RTI and 
HIV-transmission and Prevention, treatment compliance, follow-up, Partner 

Treatment and Condom Promotion. Medical Officers, Staff Nurse and 
Laboratory Technician from each Hospital are trained on Syndromic Case 

Management. All STI/RTI outpatient attendees are screened for Syphilis and 
HIV at ICTC. All Antenatal mothers are screened for Syphilis and HIV along 

with other basic investigations. All HRGs are screened for STI, every three 
months and Syphilis and HIV, every six months.

Integrated Counseling and Testing Centres (ICTC) 

12.5 In Tamil Nadu, there are 2375 Integrated Counseling and Testing Centres 

(ICTCs) providing Counseling and Testing services, where, consent, 
confidentiality, counseling, correct results and connection to HIV prevention, 

treatment and care services are being provided. There are 781 Stand Alone 
ICTCs including 403 ICTCs supported by NRHM, 16 Mobile ICTCs to reach first 

time testers and people who seldom use clinical services at hard to reach 
remote and hilly areas in Tamil Nadu, 1367 Facility-ICTCs in PHCs and 211 

ICTCs run by Public Private Partnership hospitals. For the financial year 2016-
17, NACO, New Delhi has fixed target of 28.09 lakh clients (including Ante-

Natal Care mothers) for providing counselling and testing services to various 
categories. The details of targets and achievements for the year 2016-17 are

Care, Support and Treatment (CST) 

12.6 The key objective of this division is to provide base line investigations 

and CD4 count, screening for and treatment of opportunistic infections (OIs), 

counseling services and provision of Anti retroviral (ARV) drugs to all eligible 
PLHIV. These services are currently rendered through 55 ART centres. In 

addition, 174 Link ART centres which are nearer to the houses of PLHIVs act as 
drug dispensing units. At present, 1,02,164 PLHIVs are taking regular ART 

treatment in  
Tamil Nadu. 
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Tamil Nadu Trust for Children Affected by AIDS (TNTCAA) 

12.7 With a view to provide welfare measures to the children affected and 

orphaned by HIV/AIDS, Tamil Nadu Trust for Children Affected by AIDS was 
formed by the Government of Tamil Nadu and sanctioned Rs.5.00 crore in 

2008-09, which has been deposited as Corpus Fund in Tamil Nadu Power 
Finance Corporation. In order to provide additional financial assistance, the 

Government of Tamil Nadu has sanctioned an amount of Rs.5.00 crore 
additionally in 2011-12 to TNTCAA to help 1000 more children, who are 

infected and affected by HIV/AIDS. The interest accrued against the deposited 

amount is being utilized as financial assistance for education, medical 
treatment and nutritious supplement to children affected and infected by 

HIV/AIDS. In the year 2016-17, a sum of Rs.96.01 lakh have been disbursed 
to 4126 children infected and affected by HIV/AIDS. 

Information, Education and Communication (IEC) 

12.8 The Information, Education and Communication activities are an integral 
part of all activities of TANSACS. The activities tend to motivate behavioral 

changes in a cross-section of specific population, reduction of stigma and 
discrimination and demand generations for HIV/AIDS services. Dissemination 

of messages related to HIV awareness through Mass Media, outdoor activities 

like the campaigns, events, shows, outreach activities, branding of buses and 
trains, erecting temporary and permanent hoarding with relevant messages to 

the programme, exhibit panels/ standees and other publicity materials has an 
informed reach among the target group.

12.9 Under mainstreaming HIV/AIDS response, front line workers and 
personnel from various departments, Civil Society Organizations and corporate 

sector have been trained. The major initiatives with various departments 
during the current financial year are:

12.11 The Hello Plus Toll Free Help Line–1800 419 1800 operates to inform 

the right information about HIV and AIDS, STI and also to clear the myths, 
misconception and doubts about HIV and AIDS by routing the callers to the 

service centres directly. This also helps to support PLHIVs and their family 
members, relieving self stigma of PLHIVs by supporting and helping them and 

their families. This toll free helpline has received around one lakh calls 
soliciting information about the transmission, testing and positive prevention. 
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Red Ribbon Club 

12.12 Red Ribbon Club programme in 2021 Colleges has been working on 

raising the youth risk perception, behavioral changes among them by 
awareness programmes. This programme covers Arts and Science, Polytechnic, 

Engineering, Medical, B.Ed Colleges and Teacher Training Institutions.  

 

Life Skill Education Program in schools 

12.13 Life Skill Education Programme (LSEP) in schools is being conducted 

through State Council of Educational Research and Training (SCERT) and 

covered 9,580 schools.  
 

Intervention among Self Help Group on HIV and AIDS 

12.14 The Tamil Nadu State AIDS Control Society (TANSACS) and Tamil Nadu 

Corporation for Development of Women (TNCDW) are jointly implementing an 

intervention programme for women in Self Help Groups in raising the 
awareness of the SHG in combating STI/HIV/AIDS. This intervention has 

reached 1,33,789 SHGs covering more than 21 lakh women in 20 districts in 
Tamil Nadu conducted in 7 phases.  

Strategic Information Management System (SIMS) 

12.15 Strategic Information Management (SIMS) is a web based integrated 

online monitoring and evaluation system, rolled out in  
Tamil Nadu, since 15-09-2011. 29 District AIDS Prevention and Control Units 

(DAPCUS), 3 non DAPCU districts and the NGOs implementing targeted 
interventions have been connected over net to update the monthly data. 

Necessary training has been imparted to the staff, to handle the system. 
During the year 2015-16, SIMS refresher training have been imparted to the 

staff from Integrated Counseling and Testing Centres, Public Private 
partnership ICTCs, F-ICTC, Blood Banks, Sexually Transmitted Disease centres, 

NGOs who are implementing Targeted Interventions, LWS, SRL and State AIDS 

Control Society level.
